We are staying in Warner Coastal Village Resort Hotel in Hayling Island, Hampshire 

The hotel village is set up on the site of former naval barracks and offers cosy chalets 

which are equipped with a TV, biscuits and tea or coffee making facilities. There 

are a limited number of twin bedded rooms which are wheelchair-accessible. 

Lakeside also offers plenty of other amenities, including an indoor heated 

swimming pool, a piano bar, a restaurant serving classic English cuisine and 

cabaret entertainment.  

General Holiday & destination description 

Hayling Island is located off the south coast of England. The island with its beautiful 

beaches is a natural haven for many kinds of species such as seabirds. There are various places 

of interest to see on the island, marinas, an amusement park, and old churches. Cities like 

Portsmouth and tourist attractions are within an hour’s drive.

We will meet at the Spiral Media Centre in Bevendean at 9am on the morning of Monday 18th 

November. We will leave about 10.30 and will stop for lunch near Fontwell. We expect to arrive

2) A trip to Winchester Science Centre & Planetarium. The Centre is packed with 

interactive exhibits to help us understand science, nature and the 

universe. There are also regular films in the Planetarium during the day 

so that we can study the universe and planets. 

 

3) A shopping day at Chichester so that you can buy your postcards and holiday souvenirs at 

the Wednesday market, or in the many small interesting shops.
